Staff were excited to welcome back Gary Perrot (Education Improvement Leader) who has worked with Talbot Primary 

in the past to analyse student learning data and explore pedagogy (the method and practice of teaching). Gary came in 

on Wednesday for our weekly Learning & Wellbeing meeting to work with staff on developing their understanding of 

ôIdeasõ, which was the first module of our 6 + 1 Traits in writing professional learning. 

Gary will return in two weeks to work individually with teachers to implement teaching ôIdeasõ within writing in the 

classroom. òThe ôIdeasõ trait about the writingõs overall message and meaning. It is about the content of the writing. 

Ideas are strong when they are clear and focused, and move from the general to the specific. Though their texts may 

not be lengthy, young writers convey ideas by drawing pictures, experimenting with letters, talking about whatõs hap-

pening to characters, asking questions, making lists about things that interest them or noticing significance in little 

things and events.ó (6 + 1 Traits of Writing, Ruth Culham) 

NAPLAN  

NAPLAN is approaching fast with our Year 3 and 5 students set to complete the assessments over four days from 

March 15 to March 20. There are four separate assessments in Writing, Conventions of Language (Spelling and Punc-

tuation), Reading and Mathematics.  

All assessments, except for the Year 3 Writing assessment, will be completed online using laptops and students have 

enjoyed practising assessments this week using the NAPLAN demonstration site. Students will have pencils and paper 

next to them to use for working out and planning purposes and the atmosphere will be kept very calm and positive 

throughout the testing periods.  

If students happen to be absent, there is an extended period available for catch ups.  

If any parents have any questions at all, please contact the school to talk to myself as the Coordinator of the NAPLAN 

assessments at Talbot Primary.
