Whatõs happening in Prep-1-2! 

We completed our last week of swimming. P -1-2 showed courage and persistence during  

swimming and really gave it their best! Well done all!  

We have been focusing on prediction this week in reading and investigating front covers closely. 

Weõve also worked in number pattern and counting skills, preparing us for next week's math. We 

have had a lovely week, filled with fun and learning.  

Whatõs on in week 4:  

Reading:  We will be beginning to check for understanding in our reading by identifying tricky 

words and recording them. We will also be using comprehension strategies during and after  

reading to check out understanding of the text.  

 

Writing:  We will continue with persuasive writing exploring their structure and how we can  

create convincing arguments. This can be practised at home verbally by students choosing a topic 

and providing reasons why you should agree. We are also looking at the grammar/conventions of 

sentences and full stops and will be focusing on that peripherally throughout the week.  

 

Maths:  We begin addition! Students will have opportunities to look at the vocabulary around  

addition, counting on and back, adding one more etc. This can be supported at home with count-

ing exercises and questions around counting on a certain amount from any number. Students will 

get to use concrete materials and other devices to discover, record and work on their addition 

skills.   



 

 

Whatõs happening in 3 / 4! 

 

This week in 3 /4 we have seen our amazing Grade 3õs tackle their NAPLAN testing.   Everyone 

has come out of the room looking relaxed and happy with their efforts.   The Grade 4õs have con-

tinued to build on their persuasive writing abilities.  We have done this by revising how we add 

more description and expressive language to our sentences.  In reading we have focused on  

inferring emotions from words and from images. Our mentor text for inferring from images was 

ôArrivalõ by Shaun Tan which was an activity the kids really seemed to enjoy.  This required  

students to link information from more than one image to build a sentence of story.  In Mathõs 

our focus has shifted to money ordering, counting and solving problems such as correct change to 

the nearest 5 cents.  In humanities we have begun to look at the life of James Cook before his 

voyage to Australia and the conditions in England that resulted in the penal colony of NSW  

being established.    

A big thank you to all the parents who attended our Special Personõs Day high tea. I know the 

kids loved having you here and showing our room.  We hope you enjoyed the biscuits the kids 

made as they all took it very seriously.   

Next week we will focus on new and interesting words to build our vocabularies and using them 

in our writing.  We are well into our persuasive writing block so I will be giving the students as 

much opportunity to practice what they have learnt as possible before our assessments.  In 

Mathõs we will begin Fractions and Decimals an area I love teaching because it is tricky and 

there are usually some great Ah -Ah moments when the penny drops.
