Art and PE ð This term we welcome Kate Lee to the Talbot PS Team. Kate will be providing specialist art les-

sons every Friday for the remainder of the year. I will be stepping in to run PE lessons every Friday. Students in 

P-2 focussed on developing their gross and fine motor skills through a range of activities whilst 3 -6 will be work-

ing on developing their cardio fitness in preparation for athletics and Energy Breakthrough.  

Classroom activities ð Students in the P -2 room have had a wonderful time engaging with the new develop-

mental play space developed by Belle over the holidays. They have also enjoyed making predictions about the 

text ôDiary of a Wombatõ and practising counting by 1, 2, 5 and 10.
