A message from the Principal  

 

Hello everyone,  

Our classrooms have been a busy place, students are settling in very well and managing classroom routines with ease. 

This week we welcome two new families. We have a new Prep student; Year 1 student and a Year 4 student will com-

mence next week.  

Student Learning Goals:  

Our teachers have been developing individual student goals (short term) in Reading, Writing and Numeracy in prepara-

tion for Parent/Teacher conversations on Monday 14 th  February 2022. Thank you to the families who have returned 

their request for an interview form. The interview will enable families to discuss any concerns with the 2021 Semester 

Two reports, social and emotional concerns and student goals. Teachers will need to keep to the time limit for each call 

to enable all booked conversations to operate smoothly.  

We have been very pleased with student behaviours on their return to school, the friendliness towards each other and 

our new families. We are very proud of the inclusion and respect for diversity attitudes and behaviour at Talbot Primary 

School. Well done to all our students.  

Every Minute Matters ð EMM: Thank you to the families for notifying our school by 9:30am if their child is unwell 

and unable to attend school. We have had nearly 100% attendance, which is a great start to the school year.  

Student Leaders: This week each class has completed processes to elect student leaders for their classrooms and our 

school. I look forward to including a list of all our student leaders in next weekõs newsletter. 

Emergency Management: Fire Drill Practise: Tomorrow we will have our first Fire drill. We will be practising for a 

fire in our community where we will need to assemble in our ôShelter In Place ð SIPõ building. Our SIP was fully upgrad-

ed at the end of last year and now meets DET standards for ôBushfire At Risk Schoolsõ. We will also be having a discus-

sion of ôCode Red Daysõ, so that staff and students are aware of these days, that are determined by Victorian Emergency 

Services and DET.  

Intervention Programs:  

Our Speech Program/Multilit/High Ability Programs will all commence next week. Our wonderful ES staff will provide 

speech and multilit for identified students and I will work with the HAP group of students. I will be providing a junior 

and senior session each week. Days may change at times; due to meetings I may need to attend (especially at short no-

tice). The TLI commenced last week. I met with our Tutoring teacher last night to discuss the first couple of sessions 

and to reflect on the first activity that was completed where students were asked to share their feelings about learning 

Maths. The information students provided has really demonstrated the lack of confidence many students have in this 

learning area; this is evident across all schools. Our aim is to build their confidence, skills and knowledge in small 

groups, so that they become more confident when learning maths in the whole classroom environment.  

Talbot Kinder: Next week I will visit the kindergarten to introduce myself and to hopefully discuss some ways in 

which we can start to work with each other across the whole year. Having the Kinder reopened is such a great asset to 

our community and school.  

Year 6 Graduating Uniform: Well done to the Year 6 team and Ms Mac for getting onto the organisation of the year 6 

Polo Shirts and Hoodies. A letter was sent home last night for families to consider the uniform options. I cannot wait to 

start wearing my Year 6 uniform to school. Please return order forms promptly. This year our families can order both 

items or either one. It is not compulsory; however, it is very special for our students to wear the graduating uniform as a 

whole group.

School Operations Guide: Covid19 Pandemic:  

Rapid antigen testing : 

Free rapid antigen tests will be made available for all staff and students in Victorian schools for the first 4 weeks of 

Term 1 2022. Rapid antigen testing will be voluntary for all primary, secondary and specialist school students and 

staff.  

Table 1: Summary of rapid antigen testing recommendations for schools  

 
 

Students and staff will do the tests at home and must report any positive test results to their school.  

If staff or students receive a positive test result at any time, they must report this through the Department of 

Health system (Rapid antigen tests | Coronavirus Victoria ) or via the coronavirus hotline at 1800 675 398. Stu-

dents (or their parents) must also report a positive result to their school, either through the VicEd COVID portal  or 

by phone or written notification; this is so the school can support them, record that they will be absent while in 7 -

day isolation, and let the rest of the school community know there has been a positive case onsite and that they 

should monitor for symptoms.

When a student or staff member tests positive to Covid:  

Isolate at home or in private accommodation for 7 days (inclusive of weekends) and do not attend school  during 

this period.  

Inform the school, that they have tested positive to COVID -19. 

A negative test is not required to return to school following completion of 7 days of isolation and are asymptomatic.  

The most important action our families can take to keep other students and staff safe is to keep their child/children 

home if they have any Covid symptoms. Staff will be expected to stay at home if they are unwell also. If any student 

or staff member attends school presenting with Covid Symptoms, they will be removed from the classroom to the 

first aid room, families will be called immediately to come and collect their child and staff will be sent home. Anyone 

with Covid symptoms will also need to isolate for seven days. There may be disruptions to schools and classrooms 

when staff are absent. The DET have made significant plans to support schools should there be a critical shortage of 

staff.

Whatõs happening in Prep-1-2! 

A huge Congratulations to all P -1-2 on their effort this week with their first  full  week back to school! It was a big 

week full of learning, fun and team building. The P -1-2 team have been building classroom culture this week 

through co -operative games, collaborative learning tasks and plenty of discussion.  We completed a number of 

different assessments this week, which will help to determine studentsõ learning needs and meet these needs 

appropriately. Again, well done P -1-2 on your effort and persistence.  

Whatõs on in week 4:  

Reading:  Our focus for next week continues with ômaking connectionsõ to text, specifically ôtext to worldõ. Read-

ing discussions at home could feature questioning what similarities students notice about their book to the world 

around them (not necessarily their own life), Remember to keep looking at pictures during reading to help com-

prehend the story and work out words, encourage sounding out and identifying letters also.  

Writing:   We completed our first VCOP -cold write this week which provides a gauge on studentsõ writing abili-

ties and what features and strategies we need to work on. We will continue developing our recount writing skill 

through a range of writing tasks. We will focus on orientation in the story (where and when) then using words 

such as first, next, then and finally  to recount an event in sequential order. Casual discussion around events 

that happen at home or at school in recount form can help build these skills.  

Maths:  This week we continue counting process and language with a focus on skip counting and number se-

quencing from any point between the ranges of 0 -20, 0-100 and 0-1000 for the different ranges of abilities. Stu-

dents will have opportunities to create their own number sequences. We will also be including different place 

value activities throughout our week to support our understanding of number.  



 

 

Whatõs happening in Grade 3/4 

3/4 this week have continued to get to know each other and develop a great working environment.  The fact we have a 

class of ôbucket fillersõ makes our grade a joy to come to work and learn in each day.  Our new students are making a 

fantastic addition to our class. They bring another lot of skills, abilities and experiences we can be amazed by.   It has 

been a credit to the children and you, our amazing families that support them, that we have had full attendance every-

day this year! The kids have set a class goal of winning the attendance award at assembly more than another class.  Itõs 

an ambitious goal but one we know we can win!  As we started to shift from welcome back to new learning, the children 

have embraced their learning opportunities, full of energy and enthusiasm.  Our readiness to learn feedback chart has 

seen nearly every child placing their monster at the highest level of ôGive me something to put in my head!õ every day.  

Somehow, Mr Bõs monster keeps falling to ôMehõ  by ôaccidentõ (Riley Helpenstein). 

This week we have continued to develop our knowledge and ability to write a recount, looking at how we organise and 

what the features of a recount are.  We have been using the scaffold of First, next, then, after and finally to connect and 

sequence our thoughts.  We have developed this skill by making crazy verbal stories by each child contributing one idea 

to the story and the next child continuing the story with one of our time connectives.   In reading have been building our 

reading stamina by doing reading to self  and reading to others.   This has enabled me to do some one -on-one reading con-

ferencing and set goals for students to begin to work towards.  In maths we have explored length and using measuring 

devices like rulers and trundle wheels, while sharing fun facts such as:  The smallest movement a mouse can make on a 

screen measured in  Mickeys. 

Looking ahead to week 4:  

Reading:     In reading we will continue to make connections to ourselves, other texts and real life to show our compre-

hension of what we are reading.   

Writing:    In writing we will begin to think about how we can use our time connectives and a mind map to plan our 

writing and organise our thoughts.  This will become more important as later in the week we move from the recounting 

of the action to include how we felt and other descriptions within the recount.  

Maths:  Our maths topic this week is a continuation of measurement.  We have made real growth in our understanding 

of length and our ability to use a ruler.  We will begin to explore the area of rectangular shapes using grid paper.     

Have a great weekend everyone and I look forward to our three -way conferences.

CAMPS AND EXCURSION FUND  

The Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund helps eligible families to cover the costs of school trips, camps and sporting 

activities.  

If you have a valid means -tested concession card, such as a Veterans Affairs Gold Card, Centrelink Health Care 

Card or Pensioner Concession Card, or are a temporary foster parent, you may be eligible. There is also a special 

consideration category for asylum seeker and refugee families.  

Payment amounts this year are $125 for eligible primary school students and $225 for eligible secondary school stu-

dents [remove primary/secondary as necessary]. Payments are made direct to the school to use towards expenses 

relating to camps, excursions and sporting activities for the benefit of your child.  

If you applied for CSEF through our school last year, you do not need to complete an application form this year, un-

less there has been a change in your family circumstances.  

If you would like to apply for the first time, please contact the school office on [insert school phone number] and ask 

for an application form.   

You can also download the form, and find out more about the program and eligibility, on the Department of Educa-

tion and Trainingõs Camps, Sports and Excursions Fund web page.
