 Dear Parents and Students,  

With one week left of Term 2, I feel it is important to communicate how proud I am of each and every student and 

their family for the contributions and efforts made in our learning spaces and at home. Each student has shown per-

sistence, responsibility and teamwork to achieve their personal best and I have thoroughly enjoyed reading the lovely 

learning comments written by teachers in this semesterõs reports. I have a busy weekend ahead of me to finish proof-

reading each report however I know that I will enjoy it immensely! I hope you will sit with your child next week to 

celebrate their achievements when the reports are sent home on the final day of Term 2.  

Reporting Update  

For the first time, both Auslan and Music achievement will be reported against the Victorian Curriculum on our 

school reports. It is important for parents to note that Auslan has only been a part of our curriculum for 18 months 

and whilst student progress and engagement has been high, students from Year 2 upwards are not currently working 

at the ôage expectedõ levels. The same is occurring with the Music curriculum which has only been in place for six 

months. One difference with Music is that many students already have experience in certain areas such as reading 

musical notation, playing instruments or in performance. As such, the achievement results in Music will vary with all 

students achieving somewhere along the continuum from Foundation through to Year 3.  

All students are progressing along the continuum of learning as directed by the Victorian Curriculum and will contin-

ue to be supported to achieve further growth each semester in every subject.  

Farewell to Miss Reid  

As shared at School Council last night, it is with sadness that we farewell Miss Reid at the end of this term. Miss Reid 

has been a supportive and conscientious member of staff who has not only championed the teaching of Auslan and the 

inclusion of Aboriginal perspectives within our curriculum but is also a fabulous member of our team who continually 

shows what it is to support colleagues in a small school environment. I would like to thank Miss Reid for her contribu-

tions and for the care and attention she has given to teaching the students in her class over the past 18 months.  

There will be some changes implemented as a result of Miss Reid leaving Talbot Primary, with the first one being 

that we will move to two classrooms from the beginning of Term 3. Mrs K will be the F -3 classroom teacher and Ms 

Mac will teach the 4 -6 class. I will also be joining the classroom teachers on three mornings a week to teach students 

working at Foundation and Year 1 level in Reading and Writing, as well as still teaching music. Kate Lee, our Spe-

cialist Art Teacher, will be joining us for another day each week to teach Science to each class, Mrs K will be teaching 

PE and Ms Mac will continue teaching Auslan.  

To support the changes to happen smoothly and for all students to have time to contribute to setting up the new class-

rooms, the new classes will be operating during the last week of term 2. There will be some extra teachers in during 

the week to support planning time for Mrs K and Ms Mac as well as our usual end of term activities such as a class 

movie and the special lunch day on Friday.  

As Mrs K is jetting off on a fabulous trip to Canada which has been planned since 2022, on the first Saturday of the 

holidays, we are doing everything possible to have the new F -3 classroom set up by the end of next week, and I will be 

supervising the F -3 class with support from Mrs S (a regular relief teacher) during the first two weeks of Term 3.  

I encourage parents to contact me with any questions or concerns and I will happily make time to sit down and chat 

about the changes and how they will benefit your child/ren in Terms 3 and 4.
