Cluster Cross Country & Division Cross Country Success

last Friday. 
 
Cyber Safety 

On Tuesday the 14th of May we welcomed Dan McGregor from Victoria Police 
to provide all students at Talbot Primary School with a Cyber Safety session. 
There were three sessions to the year levels. The sessions offered advice on be-
ing safe and sensible online. For example, don’t send pictures of yourselves to 
others, never place a full profile and picture of yourself online, never give out 
personal information, including home address, phone number or school; never 
arrange a face to face meeting with someone they have chatted with online, 
how children should use personal devices, and how video gaming should look. 
All students finished the session with more knowledge on how to proceed safely 
online as a young person. 

 

Assessment & Reporting - Semester One Reports 

All classes have started to complete mid-year assessment tasks in readiness for 
the completion of Semester One written reports. Assessments range from read-
ing with teachers to ascertain levels and future goals, standardised spelling 
tests, alphabet checks and online mathematics, reading and writing tasks. The 
tests are administered to ascertain where students are currently sitting against 
expected levels, however teachers also gain an enormous amount of insight as 
to where to target their support and where students most need to be focussing 
their efforts. All of this information will support the design of learning plans for 
Term 3 and beyond.  

I am always grateful to my staff for the extra time and care that it takes to as-
sess, analyse results and write report comments. Parents can expect a thorough 
and accurate written report for each student which will be sent home on the 
last day of this term. Learning Conferences will once again be offered in Week 
three of the new term.
