The home reading program is vitally important to supporting your child/ren to become active and engaged readers

and writers. Research has shown that reading with or to your children at home can bring about increased concentra-

tion, imagination, language skills and, of course, it is a lovely time for both parents and children to share their

In the junior year levels (Foundation to Year 2), the home reading program is carefully considered to promote confi-
dence and fluency in reading.
