Welcome back ð A very big welcome back to all families. It was wonderful to hear from the  

students about all of the exciting things they got up to and all the relaxing they got to do. I loved 

hearing about visits to the aquarium and Lego World ð sounds amazing!  

Online Safety ð It has come to my attention that a number of students have access to social media 

apps such as Kids Messenger, Snapchat and Instagram. Other students are accessing online games, 

such as ROBLOX and Minecraft Online, and using this to communicate. It is important to be aware 

that these apps and online environments are not moderated and children can be at risk of  

unsolicited contact. Some students from our school have recently been exposed to inappropriate  

material via an online app. Whilst I am very proud of how our students have dealt with this  

situation, I would like to remind all families that there are significant risks associated with children 

using online apps, including exposure to explicit material, contact with predators, and online  

bullying. I know that we think ôit will never happen to our childrenõ, but please be aware that these 

crimes happen often and are increasing. An eSafety page has been included in the newsletter with 

tips for parents to help deal with online incidents. Please know that you can always contact the 

school for help and advice around online incidents.
