Many students are accruing unexplained absences due to unac-

companied late arrivals. Dropping students at the school gate is also a child safety concern, as they 

may not come directly to the Office and the yard is not monitored during class time. If you are un-

well, please phone the Office from your car at the front of the school and we will meet the children 

at the front door.
